F. Fines for Violations 

The Association may assess fines for violations of the restrictive covenants contained in this 

Declaration, other than non-payment or delinquency in assessments, in amounts to be set by the Board 

of Directors, which fines shall be secured by the continuing assessment lien set out in this Declaration. 

G. Books and Records 

The books, records and papers of the Association shall by appointment, during normal business 

hours, be subject to inspection by any Member, for any proper purpose, with the exception of the 

following: contracts being negotiated, payroll records, pending disputes, personal homeowner files. 

The Articles of Incorporation, By-Laws, and this Declaration shall likewise be available for inspection, 

by appointment during normal business hours by any Member at the office of the Association, for any 

( .! proper purpose. 

H. Notices 

Any notice required to be sent to any Owner under the provisions of this Declaration shall be 

deemed to have been properly sent when mailed, postpaid, to the last known address of the person who 

appears as Owner on the records of the Association at the time of such mailing. 

1. Mergers 

Upon a merger or consolidation of the Association with another association as provided in its 

Articles of Incorporation, the Association's properties, assets, rights and obligations may be transferred 

to another surviving or consolidated association or, alternatively, the properties, assets, rights and 

obligations of another association may be transferred to the Association as a surviving corporation. The 

surviving or consolidated association shall administer any restrictions together with any Declarations of 
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Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions governing these and any other properties, under one 

administration. No such merger or consolidation shall cause any revocation, change or addition to this 

Declaration. 

J. Current Address 

Owners are required to notify the Association of their current address at all times. If an Owner 

fails to notify the Association of their current address, the Association shall use the address of the Lot or 

Homesite as the current address. 

K. Security 

NEITHER THE ASSOCIATION, ITS DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, MANGERS, AGENTS OR 

EMPLOYEES, NOR THE DECLARANT, NOR ANY SUCCESSOR DECLARANT SHALL IN ANY 

WAY BE CONSIDERED AN INSURER OR GUARANTOR OF SECURITY WITHIN THE

This First Supplement to Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions 

and Annexation of WoodCreek Reserve, Section Five (5) is made as of the date hereinafter 

stated by 1-10 Poorman Investments, Inc., a Texas Corporation ("1-10") and its successors in 

interest thereto and WoodCreek Reserve Community Association, Inc., a Texas non-profit 

corporation, and its successors in interest thereto.
